Another consultant has had customers tell her our calligraphy books have styles of calligraphy in it that they can’t find in other books.


Spotter’s Guides – these make great gifts when you visit someone.  One consultant has sold them to several grandmothers who buy them to keep at their summer cottages (Shells and Birds) so that everyone can enjoy them when visiting.


World of Shakespeare – this is a great gift for many adults.  I, personally, gave this book to a grandmother because she loved to watch the plays on PBS.  This gave her a great reference book to have on hand to read the synopsis of the play ahead of time and to read and learn more about the life and times of Shakespeare. 


Art Books – the Complete Book of Drawing and Art Skills series were the perfect choice for a woman who, when her son left for college, took a watercolor class and discovered a beautiful new talent.


Improve Your English – a consultant sold this whole series to someone who was going to give it as a gift to a college exchange student.


Encyclopedia of Ancient Greece – this book was sold to a Greek Grandma who wanted to share her heritage.  How many other titles would be helpful in this way?


Deleting to Language Books – books like Easy German/Spanish/French are great for people going on trips or for people who have children learning these languages. 


First 1,000 Words in Italian – I sent this to my brother who is stationed in Italy.  I knew he’d get a kick out of it and it would help him with some new vocabulary.  


Piano Classics - for a mom who practices when her son is at school.


Castles I-L – so many people have an interest in castles and history.  I know this was the first book I had seen my husband read cover to cover the minute it arrived in our house!


Science Encyclopedia and other Encyclopedias – many teachers would like to use these instead of the texts they have available for teaching their high school level classes.  Sell one to the teacher and then convince them to get a classroom set!  Another consultant sold the Encyclopedia of World History to a 60-ish woman who never liked history in school, but is interested now and feels like Usborne presents information in such a great way that she's interested.  


Computer Guides – these are wonderful for any adult who needs a little help with different aspects of their computer or their software.  Many older adults won’t ask for help, but these can be a great resource to them so they don’t have to!  


Children’s Internet-Linked Cookbook – one consultant sold this to a retired French chef! She loves him this cookbook!!


Activities for All Year Round, Last 500 Years, Greek Myths: Ulysses and the Trojan War, Tales of Robin Hood, Timelines of World History and the Essential Atlas of the World make great coffee table books and handy references!  My mom just loves the mini Timelines of World History!  Not only can she check for when something occurred, but she can see what else was happening in the world at that time.  


Birds of North America Spotter’s Guide Kid Kit – this is a wonderful gift for someone in a retirement home or for any avid ornithologist.  If they still go on long walks to see the birds, get them the Trees of North America and Wild Flowers Spotter’s Guides, too!


Beginner Cook Books – this whole series is great for anyone who would like to cook something new and different, but doesn’t want to have too many odd ingredients.  I give them for graduations and weddings quite frequently.  Many times I pair Pasta and Pizza with a pasta pot.  


Complete Book of Chess - this is a great gift for adults who want to learn how to play chess.


Children's World Cookbook – many adults like the recipes or they need them for a scouting organization they may lead.  


Encyclopedia of World Religions – not only a good coffee table book, one consultant has sold many copies of this to people who plan to donate it to their church’s library.


Mouse Moves House – this was purchased by a consultant’s mother to give to her best friend as a gift for helping her move!!  They are both bibliophiles!  


Chocolates & Candies – what woman wouldn’t want this book in her library?


Mini Greek Myths – One consultant sold this book to five guests and none of them had children.


Make this Model Greek Temple – One consultant sold this to a man who is Greek and wanted to do it with his children.


Genes and DNA – this book seems to fascinate many adults!  I know I was interested in the fact that they are taking genes from jellyfish to make Christmas trees glow!
