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More things to do  (continued)
5. How about the Event Manager on OPOL.  Have you played with that enough so that you can use it to send out homeshow invitations?  Do you use the Marketing Emails—go play with the old ones ---send them to yourself and resolve to use this feature.

6. Read the message board.  It’s true I don’t visit the message board often….but when I do I always find something great.  In fact while looking for something for this newsletter I came up with the article on   page 3.   Use the search function to find out something you’ve been wanting to do.  For instance search for autistic and find a bunch of posts recommending great books for autistic children.

7. Read some books.  Books on leadership, sales and network marketing will give you some foundation for the job you are doing.  Some suggestions are:  Wave 4 : Network Marketing in the 21st Century 
by Richard Poe; The Martha Rules: 10 Essentials for Achieving Success as You Start, Grow, or Manage a Business by Martha Stewart; Presentation$ for Profit$ by Christie Northrup; Build It Big : 101 Insider Secrets from Top Direct Selling Experts by Direct Selling Womens Alliance and Let's Party by Jan Ruhe and Little Black Book of Connections by Jeffrey Gittomer.  Buy a book and then exchange for another with an Uz Buddy.
8. Make lists!  Make a list of all your recruit leads, future hostesses, schools you want to call, shows you want to book---whatever.  Organize your thoughts with lists.

9. Make up recruit packets and make it a goal to give them away.  Make it a New Year’s resolution to always have at least 10 recruit packets made up in advance.  Take three to every show and think of a way to give them away.   Check out the recruiting resources on the Dream Builder’s training pages at http://www.usborne-books.com/dreambuildersResource.htm. 

10. Check out all the resources on the Dream Builder training pages.  Go to www.usborne-books.com and then to the training link at the top.  If you have something good you use send it to skriegel@yahoo.com and share it!  

11. Update your email lists. Have you kept all your email lists in a format that it easy to use.  If not, learn to use Outlook.  Get a pop mail address with gmail (www.gmail.com).    You can keep hostesses, customers, recruit leads separate and easily send off appropriate emails.

12. Work on your booking notebook.  Perhaps there are some new categories in your life.  Go thru page by page and add names and phone numbers.  If you don’t have a booking notebook, make one.

13.  Read some new titles.  Put in an $85 order the first of the year and take all the hostess benefits.  Get as many new titles as possible and read them.  Use them for your family, your display or future door prizes or gifts—but know your product.
14.  Finally, write down your goals for 2007 for your life and for your business.  Need more money?  Want to win a trip?  Want to be a supervisor?  Write it down and share it with someone.  Brainstorm on the small steps necessary to reach your goal.  Include attending national convention June 22.

In Touch:  Do you use these tools.    InTouch is an email system designed to make some of your communication automatic and thus easier for you to manage. It includes the ability to send out a series of emails automatically and send the same email to a group in a personal sort of way.  There’s also a contact manager to keep all your leads and hostesses and downline consultants.  It takes a little effort to learn all the possibilities. Our booking notebook is our resource of ideas, names, referrals, etc of people to call to have homeshows. The industry recommends that you keep a list of 100 new people at all times so that all you have to do is go to your notebook when you have a date to be filled and you can start making calls.





Here's what you need: A spiral-bound notebook and a pen.  At the top of the first 20 sheets in the notebook, you'll write a heading.  Possible headings include:
